Grade percentages not including the final exam will be weighted as follows: not more than 60% tests,
not less than 35% classwork, 5% homework and participation.

Major/Minor System:

This year we are implementing a system that we hope will further improve the academic
environment at GCAA. The system, known as the “Major/Minor” system involves staff
monitoring citizenship in all areas of our building. When staff observes inappropriate behavior, it
is recorded in a shared spreadsheet as a minor infraction. Infractions could include things such
as tardiness, inappropriate language, running in the hallway, excessive classroom talking,
having a cell phone out during class, etc... When your child receives three minors, you should
receive a phone call to let you know. If minors continue to accumulate to 6, students will be
assigned a lunch detention, and you should receive another phone call. After 9 minors,
students will receive an after school detention and you will receive another phone call. Upon
the accumulation of 12 minors, students will be referred to administration. The system will reset
to zero infractions on a monthly basis. Students not accumulating minor infractions will be
eligible to participate in incentive activities.
